Leckie also specifed/installed the Soap Tiles for Small Victory café in South Granville. I used to live in the builing above this café and was lucky to be a regular. 
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At the end of this month (October) we will be delivering over $100K of product to Leckie’s Hornby Island project. This is another private residence they’re working on for Jennifer Ouano. They have Zeitraum entry benches, custom Kuyu dining table, Abi dining chairs and Morph benches.
